ANNOUNCEMENT

No. MBAT. 2022/1
Subject: Regulations and Agreements for the Duties of Marching Band Contest Adjudicators

The Marching Band Association of Thailand (MBAT) places the highest importance on judging standards
and ethics to ensure that scoring results are widely accepted and fundamentally fair. Therefore, to ensure
that the performance of duties by adjudicators in every marching band contest organized or certified by
the Association aligns in the same direction, complies with international standards, and maintains
transparency in all procedures, individuals appointed to serve as adjudicators must thoroughly study,

understand, acknowledge, and agree to strictly comply with the following regulations and code of ethics.

However, the Association recognizes that these duty regulations are extremely strict in order to maintain
high standards. Should you review all details and find any objections, inconveniences, or an inability to
fully comply with any specific reqgulation, please notify the Association or the organizer in advance to

forfeit your adjudicating role in that specific contest. The Association fully respects your decision.

These conditions are established to prevent any potential problems and to protect against any negative
impact on the image of the contest. They aim to uphold transparency and, most importantly, to ensure
peace of mind, mutual trust, and smooth collaboration among the adjudicators, organizers, and every

marching band participating in the contest.

Section 1: Qualifications and Registration

Registration: Adjudicators must register in the adjudicator directory of the Marching Band Association of
Thailand and integrate their data into the Association’s system. During registration, the Association's
Instructor ID and the World Marching Band Organization (WMBO) Adjudicator ID must be completely
provided.

Standard Certification: Adjudicators must have passed the training conducted by the Asian Marching

Band Confederation (AMBC).

Code of Ethics: Adjudicators must strictly adhere to the 11 Codes of Ethics of the World Marching Band
Organization (WMBO). In the event of a violation or breach, the Association will appoint a committee to

determine appropriate penalties.

./Section 2: Judging Standards and System
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Section 2: Judging Standards and System

Judging System: The Association utilizes the judging system and criteria of the World Marching Band
Organization (WMBQ) as its primary standard. Adjudicators must acknowledge and strictly follow the
procedures, details, and scoring methods of the WMBO system. It is strictly prohibited to mix, modify, or

use other judging systems, criteria, or personal concepts that deviate from the standard in the contest.

Knowledge Study and Update: Adjudicators are obligated to consistently study, review, and keep up to
date with the WMBO system, rules, and judging criteria. This is to ensure accuracy and prevent any
forgetfulness or discrepancies in scoring during the contest. Any errors arising from a lack of system

review will be deemed the direct responsibility of the adjudicator.

Independence in Scoring: Adjudicators are strictly forbidden from consulting, discussing, or exchanging
opinions regarding scoring with external individuals or anyone not appointed as an adjudicator for that

specific contest.

Clarification and Explanation of Scores: In the event of protests, objections, or doubts from participating
bands, adjudicators must be able to manage, explain, and clearly clarify the reasoning behind their

scores professionally, supported by academic principles and the system'’s judging criteria.

Section 3: Preparation for Duty

Equipment Preparation and Paperless Policy: Adjudicators must prepare their necessary personal
equipment for judging, including a laptop, tablet, charging cables, connection devices, as well as relevant
document files and systems, ensuring they are in perfect working condition throughout the contest.
Furthermore, the Association enforces a paperless policy for all operations; all documents and systems
will be handled electronically. For "personal notes,” if adjudicators wish to write on paper, they must

provide their own notebooks and writing instruments. The organizer will not provide these items.

Attire: For orderliness and a standardized professional image, adjudicators must adhere to the
Association's dress code: wearing a black shirt (or as agreed upon for each specific job, with an emphasis
on dark colors) and khaki pants., and unobtrusive-colored sneakers while on duty throughout the contest.

(Wearing jeans is strictly prohibited).

Punctuality: Adjudicators must arrive at the contest venue by the designated time and attend the rules

briefing before the start of every contest.

./Section 4: Prohibitions and Discipline During the Contest
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Section 4: Prohibitions and Discipline During the Contest

Alcohol Abstinence: Consuming any alcoholic beverages (including 0% alcohol variants) is strictly
prohibited for one day prior to the contest and during the contest until the event concludes. Violators
will be immediately suspended from duty, forfeit all compensation, and face a 10-year ban from

adjudicating.

No Smoking: Smoking while on duty and in public areas, especially within the contest premises, is strictly

prohibited.

Communication Restriction: During the contest, adjudicators must refrain from conversations,
communications, and expressing opinions on social media with band directors and/or individuals
associated with the participating bands until the contest concludes (except for activities organized by

the event host).

Concealment of Relationships: Concealing any relationships between oneself and participating bands is
prohibited. If proven to be involved in a way that affects judging, the adjudicator will be immediately
suspended, forfeit compensation, and face a lifetime ban from adjudicating. (Exception: Independent

professional composers with no ties to the participating bands are exempt).

Confidentiality: Disclosing judging results before the official announcement is strictly prohibited. Violators
will be immediately suspended, forfeit compensation, and face a 10-year ban from adjudicating in any

contests certified by the Association.

Section 5: Duty Abandonment, Cancellation, and Damages Compensation

Cancellation Before the Contest: In the event that the organizer has booked and paid for travel tickets
(e.g., flight, bus) or accommodation in advance, and the adjudicator cancels their duty or fails to attend,
the adjudicator consents to and must take full responsibility for reimbursing the organizer for the exact

amount paid for the tickets and related expenses.

Abandonment of Duty During the Contest: If an adjudicator abandons their duty, disappears from the
contest area, or fails to complete their duty for the designated duration until the end of the event
without a reasonable force majeure, they will not receive any compensation. Furthermore, they must take
full responsibility for compensating the organizer for all damages incurred, including a full reimbursement

of the travel and accommodation expenses previously paid by the organizer.

./Section 6: Penalty Consideration and Legal Liability
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Section 6: Penalty Consideration and Legal Liability
Finality of Decisions: Any penalty consideration or ruling by the Association's Executive Board shall be
deemed conclusive and final. The adjudicator agrees to waive the right to appeal, dispute, or file a

lawsuit against the Association under any circumstances.

Unconditional Liability for Damages: If an adjudicator breaches the agreement, abandons their duty, or
commits any act that affects or causes damage to the Association, the organizer, or the contest, whether
in terms of property or reputation, the Association reserves the absolute right to pursue legal action to
claim damages to the fullest extent. Furthermore, the adjudicator unconditionally consents to accept
liability and compensate for all damages incurred, and cannot cite any reasons, excuses, or legal

provisions as an argument to deny responsibility in any way.
